For the past 40 years, over 10 million patients have been attended to our 6 branch clinics, at an operating cost of more than 3 million dollars every year.

Volunteers will be selling flags on 25th Sep 2010. All collections will be for financing the operating cost of the six branch clinics to maintain the medical services to the sick and needy. We appeal to all of you to support for this charitable course generously.

5. Student should return tin before 1600hrs to their school and for others volunteer should not later than 1900hrs to SBFC.

· An adult should keep company to those below 16 of age.

· Targeted at high pedestrian area.

· Except Flag Day sticker.  Strictly forbid to spread or sell private article and flyer.

· Respect and thanking with high gratitude to others.

· Private or forbid district such as MRT stations, Custom check points, Airport, Railway station, Hospitals, Hotel etc.
